PART I
ADMINISTRATION

3. (1) For the purposes of this Ordinance there'is hereby con-
stituted an authority to be called the “Pharmacy and. Poisous
Board”,

(2) The Board shall be a body corporate with perpetual sug~
cession and a common $eal and shall be capable of suing and
being sued.

{3) All courts, judges and persons acting judicially shall take

judicial notice of the seal of the Board affixed to any document
and shall deem that it was duly affixed.

4. (1) The Board shatl consist of the-Secretary.andof 2 mem- .

bers who shall be appointed by the Minister.
{2) The Secretary shall be ex officio Chairman of the Board.
(3} The Chatrman and 1 member shall form a quorum,
(4) The Chairman shall have an original vote and, in the event
of equality bf voting, 2 second or casting vote.

5. All meetings of the Board shall be convened by the Chair-
man by notice in writing to the other members of the Board,
specifying the time and place: of meeting.

(2) Such fees and all fines and other moneys. received or
realised under this Ordinance or under any regulations made
hereunder shall be paid into the Consolidated Fund.

or medicines and to inspect any books, papers, récords or writ-

ings, drugs or medicines, whether patent or otherwise, or any

article stored or offered for sale or used in the business; and shall
have the power at all reasonable times to enter any premises in
swhich he has reasonable cause to suspect that a breach of the law
has been ot is being committed, and to make such examination
and inquiry-and to do such other things (including the taking, on
payment therefore, of samples) as may be necessary for the pur-
pose of ascertaining whethér the provisions aforesaid aie being
complied with.
