AXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

The objeet of this Act ie to give effect to the prov181ons
of Section 119{2) of the Constitution.

The said section enjoins the Republic of Firibati to

transfer any right over, or interest in, any land acquired
in Banaba from any Banaban for the purpose of phosphate
extraction (either by the Republic or by any other authority
before Independence Day) to the Banaban from whom it was
acquired or to his heirs or successors upon the completion of
vhosphate extraction from that land,

It is now clear that phosphate extraction as contemplated by
section 119(2) of the Constitution has been completed, Hence
the need for this proposed law.
