EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM 

The object of this Act is to amend the Special Fund (GoverniTIent 
Supplies ) Act 1985 so as to f omall y make available all monies and 
ot her assets or p roperties presently held by the Government Supply 
Di vision of the Ministry of Finance t o the Government Supply 
Fund established by section 3 of that Act. 

Sec tion 5 of the Special Fund (Government Supplies) Ac t 1985 
provides among other things that the amo1.ll1t of any expenditure 
by the "Republic on t he procurement, provi si on and maintenance o f 
Government supplies shall be paid ou t of the said Fund. 

It is therefore necessary that all monie s and other a sse t s and 
properties presently in the hands of the Government Supply Divis ion 
( which is responsible f or the procurement, provision and maintenance 
of Government supplies) should be made available t o the said 
FUnd i n order to regularise and otherl7i se ha:rmonise t he accounting 
procedures of the Government Supply Divi s ion with the provisions 
of the Special FUnd (Government SuPPlie s ) Act 1985.
