“CASHIERS

CONSTRUCTION SITE FOREMAN

GENERAL MECHANIC

A person who performs the duties as
a cashier, customer assistance,
clerical/bookkeeping and supervisory
functions for a shop.

A worker or tradesman who is
incharge of a construction crew.
Typically the foreman is a person
with specialised knowledge of a
given trade with many years of
experience in a particular trade which
is charged with organising the overall
construction of a particular project.

A person who is responsible for
diagnosing and fixing mechanical
issues with equipments such as
mowers, tractors, water pumps etc.
A person who performs tune-ups,
welding and other metals and
maintain a file about his or her work
and is required to do general care
work such as tire rotation, oil
changes and installation of new
brake pads.

GENERAL PLUMBER

HAIRDRESSER

ENGINEER

A person who under general
supervision, performs journey level
work design, installation,
construction, modification, repair and
maintenance of electrical apparatus,
equipment and systems.

Perform general plumbing work
including installing storm water,
water piping systems, assembling
and installing pipes and fix broken
pipe or drainage system.

A person who provides beauty
services such as shampooing, cutting,
colouring and styling hair and
massaging and treating scalp. Also
straightens as well as permanently
wave hair.

A person who is trained and skilled
in design, construction, use of
engines or machines or in any of
various branches of engineering.”
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
